Installation of EDOS package on CM-iGLX and CM-iPM cards

This package contains file system and executable files of Embedded DOS, as originally pre-installed on iGLX & iPM cards. The package is installed by copying raw binary image onto the NAND Flash, using BIOS embedded Etherlink utlity. 

Installation procedure using Ethernet Link

1. Connect the module's Ethernet port (P10 on ATX baseboard) to the LAN  (switch/hub) via a standard network cable, such as the one provided with the Eval Kit.

2. Enter BIOS setup and select "Basic CMOS Configuration". 

3. In [DRIVE ASSIGNMENT ORDER] select [Drive C:] as [NAND Flash] 

4. Select "Write to CMOS and exit".
5. The Host PC requires a TFTP server supporting TFTP options and large files (>32Mb). Recommended TFTP servers:

· “TFTPD32 by Ph.Jounin” TFTP server for a Windows based host (http://tftpd32.jounin.net/).

· TFTPD package for your distribution on a Linux based host

(for example: install tftp-server-0.34-1mdk on Mandrake).

Please note that TFTPD file names are case-sensitive; therefore, the file name typed in EtherLink must be in the same case as the file name of the BIOS image.

6. Set DOS-image location directory as the TFTP server base directory. For Windows tftpd3,2 choose “Settings” and browse for “Base directory”. Choose standard TFTP security.

7. In the terminal window on host, use [TAB] to select [Start EtherLink] from the main BIOS menu.

8. Configure EthrLink by pressing 1 (Configure) in the main menu. Carefully read "Etherlink.doc" to accomplish successful configuration.

9. Ensure the NAND image name (specified in line 3 of Etherlink menu /or line 5 of Config menu) is as in the DOS-image folder (i.e., "xxxDOS.img",where xxx is 512/128 according to the NAND size).  If not, change the NAND image name by pressing 3 in the Config menu.

10. Return to the Etherlink main menu by pressing 0. Review the TFTP server parameters at the end of line 5.

11. Start a NAND image downlaoding update by pressing 3 (Download nand image) .  Do not interrupt the host PC and target card until the process is completed!

12. Wait for the process’ completion. It takes about 5-10 sec. 

13. Return to the main menu by pressing any key. 

14. Press 0 to save the EthrLink configuration for future operations.

15. Reboot and enjoy .
